Selected CDs and

albums are reviewed con-

cisely by jazz critics and

music journalists. Other ex-

cellent features include defi-

nitions of jazz genres, “music maps” that chart
the chronological development and use of spe-
cific instruments, mini-histories of important jazz
record companies, and short descriptions of
famous clubs and performance halls. This is an
addictively browsable book. $22.95.

The Book of Food, by Frances Bissell (275
pages, July 1994), is a colorfully visual ency-
clopedia of more than 1,000 food ingredients
written by the cookery columnist for the Lon-
don Times. If your corner grocery store doesn't
carry Chinese kale, wakame, Northern sea
robin, kudzu starch, or Zungenwurst, this book
will show you pictures, tell you how they taste,
and explain how they are prepared. One photo
alone displays 66 different pastas; another
shows the cross-sections of 23 tropical fruits

Chronology of Women's History, by
Kirsten Olsen (506 pages, June 1994), records
the triumphs, obstacles, and conditions of
women’s lives from prehistory to the present.
Each year’s events are subdivided into the cat-
egories of daily life, government and the mili-
tary, literature, entertainment, athletics and ex-
ploration, activism, business and industry,
science and medicine, education and scholar-
ship, and religion. A 109-page index enhances
access to this excellent supplement to other
timetables and chronologies. $39.95.

Magill (611 pages, June
1994), examines the life and
works of 135 of the world’s
most important women writ-
ers from Sappho and Chris-
tine de Pisan to Anne Tyler
and Sandra Cisneros. Each
article includes a list of
works, a biographical sketch,
a critical analysis of the

authors work, and a bibliography. One only
wishes more authors had been included, but
this might have shortened the insightful critical
essays. $40.00.

spots, and volcanic eruptions. Interdisciplinary
topics such as cycle research are often over-
looked in more specialized works, so it is for-
tunate that this bibliography is available. $37.50.
