Despite the m any efforts 
to  u p d a te  o u r  im age, th e  ste reo typ ica l “b u n - 
capped , book-checking-outer, sh u sh er” is still 
w h a t m any  folks th in k  o f w h e n  they  th in k  o f 
librarians.

We k n o w  h o w  exciting an d  rew ard ing  ou r 
profession can  be— ou r challenge has b een  to 
convey that to the b roader comm unity. Particu­
larly, w hen  w e think o f the “graying o f the p ro ­
fession,” w e  m ust think o f ho w  w e are going to 
m ake librarianship look enticing to the young  
people w ho have an  ever-expanding smorgasbord 
o f career choices.

ACRL has an  opportun ity  for you to  correct 
this outdated  image w ith young peop le  by  par­
ticipating in Job  Shadow  Day 2000.
