Starting with Volume 28, Number 1, Informal Logic will also publish
quarterly. Issueswill appear on-line on March 1%, June 1%, September 1%
and December 1% each year. Normally, we will publish the articles that
are ready for press by the publication date of the current issue. Thus, the
number of articlesin each number might vary.
